identify and show unemployment among racial and ethnic groups by
neighborhood in Boston.

e Maternal and Child Health in India: CRCS researchers partner with ARMMAN, a
non-profit based in India that leverages technology to provide health education, to
improve maternal and child health through the power of Al.
